(7) Provided further that teachers who do not possess such minimum qualifications at the commencement

of the Act shall acquire such minimum qualifications within a period of 5 years.
(8) Teachers shall perform his/her duties as specified in Section 24(1) of the Act, and the school shall ensure

that no teacher engages in griyﬁate tutoring.
